Welcome to the Autumn Term of Year R 
Dear Parents,

We have had a fantastic start to the term in Year R and the children are settling really well into their classes. Thank you for your support during our transition events and also for being so patient at the beginning and end of the day as we get to know you all and support the children.

We have lots of exciting learning planned for the term and we cannot wait to get started – please take a look at the curriculum overview that has been sent out with this letter for more information. We appreciate there is a great deal of information at the start of the year and we are always on hand at the classroom doors to answer any individual queries. We will also be hosting a ‘Meet the teacher’ information morning on Wednesday 25th September at 8:45-9:15 in the hall. 

The start and the end of the day
Our school day starts at 8.35am and ends at 3.10pm. 

What to bring to school
All children should have a named water bottle in school every day – they will bring them home to be washed each day. Please supply a change of clothes to leave on their peg just in case of accidents.

PE/Forest School day
Year R PE and Forest School day will be Wednesday every week, please ensure that on this day your child wears trainers, black shorts or jogging bottoms and a white t-shirt as well as bringing in a pair of wellies in a bag (these can be left at school as we often make use of our outdoor learning environment throughout the week). In cold weather your child may also wear a plain black hoodie or school jumper.  

Healthy snack and lunchboxes

We run a free-flow snack throughout the day, the children are able to access the snack bar and have fruit and milk. 

If your child has a packed lunch please can you ensure small fruit such as grapes are cut as these can present a choking hazard. Please also remember that we are a no nut school, this includes any products that may contain hazelnut chocolate spread. Reading expectations
Reading with your child is very valuable and we would encourage all parents and carers to read with their children every day. The expectation is that children read at least three times a week with their families at home, please sign your child’s reading diary to indicate you have done this. Further information about reading will come home as your child starts to brign home reading material from school.

How you can help your child in Year R
Year R is an exciting part of your child’s journey. Please support them in becoming more independent by practising dressing, undressing and putting on their coats and shoes independently. 

Playing turn taking games such as ‘Snakes and Ladders’ and ‘Snap’ is another great way to help your child develop key social skills.
